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Population: 3,279,000 (98.1% Unreached); Peoples: 28 (78.6% Unreached); Largest Religion: Buddhism 41.0%;
Professing Christian 1.8%; Evangelical 0.86%, Evangelical Annual Growth rate 7.9% (Global rate 2.6%). In the
13th century, Mongolian Empire dominated Europe and Asia with a territory of 34.5 million square kilometers.
Today, it is a landlocked country that lacks resources and has little influence on the world stage. In 1920s,
Mongolia became a Marxist state until its quiet democratic revolution in 1990. Mongolia's distance from the sea
and poor roads have contributed to a poor economy. One-third of the country lives in extreme poverty. Rape,
murder, alcoholism, and violence are major problems in Mongolia's urban areas today. Many young people are
also involved in criminal gangs. However, the evangelical growth rate reached as high as 7.9%. Praise the Lord!
Pray for: a) God will open the hearts of government leaders to the Gospel. b) God has united the Christian
workers’ hearts as they reach this large unreached people group for Jesus. ¢) The doors of Mongolia will soon
open to Christian missionaries. d) God will protect and lead the people of Mongolia out of alcoholism and
violence.
