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Prayer for All Peoples: Thailand in Southeast Asia
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Population: 69.737M (88% Unreached); Christian Adherent:1.31%; Evangelical 0.65%; Largest religion
Buddhism 89%; Evangelical Annual Growth Rate 3.6% (Global Rate = 2.6%). The Thai people gradually moved
south from Central China and settled in Thailand in the 10th century. A bloodless revolution in 1932 instituted a
democratic constitutional monarchy. Thailand has many society problems, like serious prostitution and limited
education and employment opportunities for women. Many women and children lack adequate health care.
Buddhism is the unifying force in Thai society. Many Thai seek to improve their future by pursuing good deeds,
such as feeding monks, donating to temples. Thai people also maintain their folk animism, worshiping many
spirits and objects. In the south, Islam is the largest religion, about 6.5 millian islams. The Muslim family tradition
has been a major obstacle for gospel. Pray for the Spirit to touch Southern Thai Muslim leaders to open the doors
and to soften the hearts of the Thai to be receptive to the Gospel. Pray that God will grant wisdom and favor to
missions agencies currently ministering to the Thai.
