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Population: 21,739,000 (15% Unreached); PGs: 161 (45.3% Unreached); Christian Adherent: 7.6%; Christian
Evangelical: Unknown; Largest religion: Buddhism (70.1%), 22 PGs - Islam, 60 PGs - Hinduism; Evangelical Growth
Rate: 2.3%. Largest PG: Sinhalese 16,200,000 (75% of total population), 93% believe in Buddhism. Sri Lanka is an
island of 65610 sq km off the SE coast of India, formerly known as Ceylon. Sinhalese have lived on the island for
more than 2,000 years. Sri Lanka was ruled by European powers for over 400 years until it was granted independence
from Great Britain in 1948. Since that time Sinhalese have engaged in constant conflict with the Tamil minority. Sri
Lanka remains one of the poorest of the S. Asian nations. Most of the Sinhalese adhere to Buddhist teachings, however
they follow many Hindu beliefs as well. Although a few converted to Christianity during the colonial period, most of
them have no real understanding of the Gospel. Fervent intercession, evangelistic materials, and increased missionary
efforts are all greatly needed. Prayer Points: 1) Thank the Lord for the end to the long-standing civil war in Sri Lanka.
2) Ask the Lord to send missionaries who can give witnesses in culturally relevant ways. 3) Ask the Lord to soften the
hearts of the people so they will be receptive to the Gospel and pray that strong local churches will be raised up.
