2.6%) For nearly 50 years, Sudan has carried out a brutal Islamization campaign, destroying churches and imprisoning
Christians while attempting to enforce strict observance of Islamic law, bombing villages, crops, hospitals and churches,
among other things. Due to differences in race and religion, as well as conflicts of economic and political interests, South
and North Sudan fell into a long-term civil war. Under the mediation of the United Nations, South and North Sudan signed
the "Comprehensive Peace Agreement" in January 2005 and officially recognized it in July 2011. Republic of South Sudan.
Sudan civil war broke out in April this year, causing the displacement of more than 3 million people. Persecution of
Christians in Sudan remains severe, especially for Muslim converts, who may face sexual assault and domestic violence at
home and be vulnerable to imprisonment. Prayer: Ask God to raise up leaders who are after God’s heart, and seek peace
and dignity for the people; Muslim converts can have a deeper understanding of Christ, and preach Christ with wisdom and
courage; For the Sudanese church Pray for unity and harmony among its leaders.
