ST HEL EN REAHIH - FHR  Pray for Global Mission: Africa East & Southern - Djibouti
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Population: 1,109,000 (97.2% Unreached); Peoples: 7 (63.6% Unreached); Christian Adherent :2.19%; Evangelical 0.14%,
Islam: 96.2%, Evangelical Annual Growth rate: 3.4% (Global rate 2.6%). Djibouti is located between four restricted
countries (countries where Christians are persecuted or oppressed because of government policies) and has been a Muslim-
majority country since its founding in the 7th century, with 96 percent of the population being Muslim. However, Djibouti
itself is not controlled by extremists, the capital hosts many foreigners and international aid organizations operate freely
outside the country. Although Islam is the official state religion, the rights of foreign Christians are generally respected,
Bibles are legally available, and there are no laws preventing Muslims from converting. Despite this, new believers are
often persecuted by family and society. The Issa followers of Christ are known for sharing their faith with family and friends
across the border in Somalia. The followers of Christ in the Afar are very few, and prejudice and tribalism make it impossible
for them to live a fellowship among believers. Pray that the Lord will keep the political situation stable so that persecuted
believers in neighboring countries can take refuge there. Pray that the Holy Spirit will draw the leaders of Afar and Isa to
the Throne of Grace so they can open the door to the Christ movement. Pray for unity, wisdom, courage and perseverance
of Djibouti missionaries and followers of Christ.
