Pray for Global Mission: America Latin & Caribbean -- Colombia
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Population: 51,978,000 (0.1% Unreached); Peoples: 121 (10.7% Unreached); Christianity: 93.6%; Professing Christian:
93.57%; Evangelicals: 10.74%; Evangelical Annual Growth rate: 6% (Global rate 2.6%). Colombia is the fourth largest
country in South America and has a diverse population. Mestizos are the largest ethnic group (more than 50%). In the 20th
century, newly formed guerrillas and military groups began to use violence to implement their political agenda. As
Colombia was one of the world's largest exporters of illegal drugs, the increase in violence caused severe economic and
political instability. Unfortunately, poverty (37%), unemployment (more than 10%), and drug trafficking-related problems,
including fear, continue to plague the Colombian population. Armed guerrillas and gangs view churches as a threat to their
power and stability, especially when gang members become Christians or church leaders speak out against violence and
corruption. This has resulted in church leaders being threatened, harassed, and even murdered, not to mention restrictions
on movement imposed through illegal means. Gang leaders target children from Christian families, trying to recruit or
kidnap them to disrupt churches and force them into displacement. Girls are at risk of sexual abuse throughout their lives.

[ Prayer Points] Pray for the peace of Christ to replace the fear of constant tension and violence. Pray for God's strength
and power for pastors facing constant harassment by criminal groups. Pray that new believers from criminal or indigenous
backgrounds would inspire others with their courageous faith.
