Kazakhstan is a diverse country, linked to
Central Asia and many European and Asian east-west trade routes. Although all religions were suppressed under
communism, both Islam and Christianity have grown tremendously since the 1991 independence. Kazakh believers were
virtually non-existent in 1990, growing to more than 15,000 by 2010, and there are now more than 100 Kazakh-speaking
churches. About 15% of the population is currently Christian, the majority of whom are Orthodox, and only traditionally
recognized religious groups are allowed to operate freely, with evangelicals considered a dangerous sect. Persecution of
Christians continues to increase, often in the form of harassment from authorities, Muslims, and unbelieving family
members. Nonetheless, Kazakhstan is becoming a missionary-sending country to Central Asia and the entire Muslim world.
[Prayer] Pray that Kazakh Christians will seize the opportunity to evangelize Central Asian immigrants and Muslim groups.
Pray that the Holy Spirit will move among the patriarchs of the Azerbaijani families in Kazakhstan so that they will be
willing to hear the gospel with open hearts and minds. Pray for a discipleship movement among Azerbaijanis in the 2020s..
