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Population: 36,917,000 (91.1% Unreached); People: 45 (64.4 % Unreached); Islam (92.2%); Professing Christian: 4.02%;
Evangelicals 0.53%; Evangelical Annual Growth Rate 4.3% (Global rate 2.6%) Known for its vast desert landscapes, Saudi
Arabia also has beautiful coastlines along the Red Sea and Persian Gulf. This arid land is the birthplace of Islam, one of the
world's fastest growing and second largest religions. The state adheres to the laws of the Quran in place of the constitution.
The country has one of the worst religious freedom and human rights records in the world. Salman bin Abdulaziz Al Saud
became king in 2015 and appointed his son, Prince Mohammed bin Salman, as crown prince. The crown prince has vowed
to abandon "extremist ideology" in favor of a "more moderate Islam" and work to provide more freedoms for women while
weeding out corruption in politics and business. As the country becomes more dependent on oil, the gap between rich and
poor grows wider. Most Saudis are Wahhabi Sunnis. People of other faiths are prohibited from professing their faith, and
most Christians are immigrants. Strict religious laws make it difficult for believers to practice their faith. The Christian
diaspora is closely monitored by government authorities, while Saudi Arabians who follow Jesus face discrimination,
imprisonment, abuse, and even death. Although numbers are unreliable, the secret church is growing, with adherents in
every city. Pray for recent political and social shifts to open doors for the proclamation of the gospel. Pray for the epicenter
of Islam to become a launch pad for the Gospel to the Muslim world. Pray that local believers will live out the fruit of the
Spirit that will serve as powerful testimony to the truth and goodness of Christ.
