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Population: 34,284,000 (99.7% Unreached); Peoples: 29 (69 % Unreached); Islam (99.7%); Professing Christian: 0.20%;
Evangelicals 0.02%; Evangelical Annual Growth Rate 5.1%. Yemen is now the poorest Arab country and currently facing
the world's largest humanitarian crisis. Since 2015, civilians have borne the brunt of the violence and suffering caused by
the civil war. More than 80 percent of the population requires humanitarian assistance. The famine in Yemen is one of the
world's worst crises. With only 51% of hospitals functioning, medicines are in short supply and there is little to no clean
water. The world's largest cholera epidemic, with around 1 million cases, continues to ravage people. Terrorist and militant
groups exploit chaos to gain territory and momentum. The horrific treatment of Yemen's minority of believers, most of
whom are first generation, has made the country one of the most persecuted countries for Christians. Most expatriate or
migrant Christians have fled war and violence. Preaching the gospel is illegal, and those who preach the gospel risk death.
Despite this, Christians found ways to gather together. Through social media and secret gatherings, the church continued to
grow and more and more people turned to Christ! Pray for God’s mercy, comfort and opportunity to hear the gospel for the
hungry, sick, poor and exploited. Pray for the few believers in Yemen that they may preach the word of God in their families
and communities and bear abundant fruit. Pray that the gospel will continue to be preached among tribal families and
communities so that families can experience the righteousness and love only found in Jesus Christ.
