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Population: 37,547,000 (100% Unreached); Peoples: 31 (87.1% Unreached); Islam (99.6%); Professing Christian: 0.19%;
Evangelicals 0.11%; Evangelical Annual Growth Rate 4.6% (Global rate 2.6%) Morocco, located in the northwest corner
of Africa, was originally inhabited by Berbers and was conquered by Muslim Arabs after 684 AD. Colonized by France
and Spain in the 17th century, the country split into French and Spanish protectorates in 1912. Morocco became independent
in 1956 and established a constitutional monarchy in 1972. The king is both head of state and religious leader, and all people
born in Morocco are Sunni Muslims. The gap between rich and poor is huge, with 13% of the population living below the
poverty line. The country differs from other Muslim countries in that Christians and Jews are tolerated, however Christians
are monitored by the authorities and some are imprisoned. Most Moroccans hold strong prejudices against Christians and
are resistant to the gospel. To avoid religious violence and conflicts between Muslims and Christians in other African
countries, the Moroccan people and government try to keep all Christian activities secret. The government opposes the
establishment of an indigenous Moroccan church, but indigenous churches are emerging, with an estimated 2,000 Moroccan
believers meeting in small house churches. With believers scattered across the country, unity in the church was difficult.
Pray that God will give believers in Morocco the courage to share the love of Christ with their friends and family. Ask the
Holy Spirit to soften the hearts of Moroccans toward Christians so that they will be receptive to the gospel. Pray that the
Lord will build a strong and loving local Christian fellowship among Moroccans.
